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Geometry: Concepts and Connections is the second course in a
sequence of three high school courses designed to ensure
career and college readiness. This course is intended to
enhance students’ geometric, algebraic, graphical, and
nrobabilistic reasoning skills. Students will apply their
algebraic and geometric reasoning skills to make sense of
problems involving geometry, trigonometry, algebra,
nrobability, and statistics. Students will continue to enhance
their analytical geometry and reasoning skills when analyzing
and applying a deep understanding of polynomial expressions,
proofs, constructions, rigid motions and transformations,
similarity, congruence, circles, right trlangletrlgonometry,
geometric measurement, and conditional probability. High
school course content standards are listed by big ideas
including Data and Statistical Reasoning, Probabilistic
Reasoning, Functional and Graphical Reasoning, Patterning
and Algebraic Reasoning, and Geometric and Spatial
Reasoning. Prerequisite: This course is designed for students
who have successfully completed Algebra: Concepts &
Connections.
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
